All surcharges, as published before, 
are invalid from this date. All commercial advertisements are automatically placed on editiorial pages without a 
surcharge. The only exception is NRC Handelsblad; placement on editorial pages is on request, with a factor 1,2 
surchage. In all our newspapers you have the possibility to make placement requests on several pages in the first 
section, or in a specific editioral theme or section. For these placement requests a surcharge is added to the basic 
rate. This surcharge is calculated by multiplying the basic rate by the factor.
